50/50 – Enthusiastic co-chairpersons work along with volunteers to sell 50/50 chances at special events throughout the school year.
Apparel – create & send out SUES apparel sale flyers, collect & tally orders.  Volunteers are needed to help sort, fold & distribute apparel to classrooms after the Fall sale.  (sale Oct 4th-8th; approx four weeks after order is placed) IN NEED OF ONE CO-CHAIR
Beautification – help with general clean up & planting of seasonal flowers one day in the fall and one day in the spring.  Many volunteers are needed to help make the SUES a beautiful place for our children to arrive each day.   (October 8th & May 20th)
IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Book Fair – Scholastic Book Fairs are held twice during the school year.  Co-chairs run the event and schedule volunteers who help out at least one morning or afternoon during the weeklong event.  (Oct 28th – Nov 3rd) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Box Tops / Labels for Education – assist with the collection, sorting, cutting & counting of Box Tops and Campbells labels through the year.  This is a great committee for those who need to volunteer from home.  (5th Grade battle Sept 20th – Oct 22nd; 4th Grade Battle Jan 18th – Feb 18th)
Class Parents – volunteer sheets were sent home with the students on the first day of school.  Class party dates – Halloween, Oct 29th afternoon; Holiday – Dec 23rd morning; End of Year – June 10th afternoon) 
Class Pictures – assist with student pictures; volunteers help the children look their best.   (October 18th & 19th, retakes November 29th) IN NEED OF ONE CO-CHAIR
D.A.R.E. Graduation Committee – Co-Chairpersons coordinate with the Sayreville Police Department to help during D.A.R.E. Graduation for 5th grade students one day in June.  Volunteers will help with handing out snacks and giving out D.A.R.E. t-shirts the day of the graduation.  (May TBD) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Election – helping to get information about school elections.  Volunteers would set up tables at various school events to help people become registered voters.
Family Fun Night / Fall Festival – a great family fun night held on a Friday night in the fall. Many volunteers are needed to make this huge event a wonderful success. Volunteer jobs will vary depending upon activities and functions that are planned for that evening.  (Oct 29th) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS; WE NEED MANY, MANY VOLUNTEERS TO MAKE THIS EVENT A SUCCESS
Family Skate Night – coordinate arrangements and activities for this fun filled night at a local skating rink. Volunteers are needed to help distribute flyers and tickets before the event. That night, help is needed with admission, fun activities and drawings.  (Sometime in early Spring) IN NEED OF ONE CO-CHAIR
Father’s Day Shop – work in setting up this shopping event during a few school days in June. Volunteers also help assist the children in making purchases for that special father figure in their life.  (June 7th – June 9th) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Field Day – Many volunteers are needed, however, certain guidelines must be met.  You must have a current membership and must volunteer your time to at least two functions during the school year.  This sign-up sheet will be available at the first two PTO meetings – September 15th and October 20th.
Fourth & Fifth Grade Testing Parties – serve snacks to 4th & 5th grade students, during their lunchtime, at the end of the state testing week.  (May 13th) 
Fifth Grade Social – 5th Grade parent co-chairs plan this June party.  5th grade volunteers are needed to help with party preparations.  The social takes place during 6th, 7th and 8th periods of one day (June 10th tentatively).  IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Fundraising – help to distribute and tally fundraising paperwork. Volunteers will be needed during the day and / or evening to help with the sorting and distribution of goods.  (Fall – Oct – last week in Oct / first week in Nov; Spring – late March / early April TBD)  IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Holiday Shop – help coordinate and set-up of merchandise tables for the children to shop for those special holiday gifts. Volunteers can assist with set-up, clean up and / or helping children pick out gifts.  (Dec 7th – Dec 10th) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Hospitality – General – coordinates light refreshments for monthly, evening meetings.  Volunteers are needed to help set up, bake, monitor and clean up.
Library – assist the school library one morning or one afternoon a week.  A schedule of volunteers is set up with the Librarian immediately after the start of the school year.
Make-A-Difference Day – a celebration of neighbors helping neighbors.  This year, national Make-A-Difference Day will take place on October 23rd. Thousands of people across the country will volunteer their time to help various causes, projects, and people.  Co-Chairs brainstorm in deciding how we, the SUES family, can make a difference and utilize volunteers to help make the day come to fruition.  (Oct 23rd – Saturday) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Mother’s Day Plant Sale – volunteers help with set-up, clean up and / or one morning or afternoon before Mother’s Day to help children pick out that perfect plant or plants.  (May 3rd – May 5th) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Programs Committee – Co-Chairs research various educational programs that are presented to the children at assemblies throughout the school year.  Volunteers are needed on a rotating basis to view and provide feedback on the programs, which run approximately 45 minutes during the school day.  (Oct 29th, Nov 24th, Jan 10th, March 14th, May 16th)
Smencil / Smarker – plan sales of smencils & smarkers throughout the school year.
Student Gifts – help count and distribute gifts the 5th grade students after the 5th grade Social.  (June 10th) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
Sunshine – follow sunshine guidelines in the purchasing of gifts and sending of well wishes.  Volunteers can help shop and distribute gifts during holidays, special occasions and end of the year for faculty and staff.
Walk-A-Thon – volunteers are needed for this all day event held inside the gym during the winter. Many volunteers are needed for various jobs such as marking off student lap cards, water distribution and tallying.  (Jan 21st) IN NEED OF CO-CHAIRS
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
