Dear Parent /Guardian;
A case of head lice has been reported in your child’s classroom.  Unfortunately, head lice are a common problem that many families have to deal with at some time.  Please note, it has nothing to do with cleanliness and does not reflect poorly on you as a parent.  However, it is important to be proactive and attentive to the problem of head lice.  Your help in inspecting your child for the presence of head lice would be greatly appreciated.
We suggest the following procedure for inspecting your child for head lice:

1. Under bright light begin looking at the back of the head just above the neck area.

2. Part the hair section by section and look closely for head lice or nits (eggs).  Eggs will usually be located near the scalp.

3. Depending on the length or thickness of the hair, it should take between 5 and 15 minutes to properly inspect a child’s head.

If you suspect your child is infested with head lice, please notify my office at 732 525-5242.
